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One can hardly think of a site more stimulating for a designer than a junkyard
for recycling iron, especially at a time when recycling has become a way to pay
a fake fee for repairing the hole in the ozone. On this background, it was a
fascinating challenge to plan a complex containing a reception room,
manager's office, accountant's room, kitchenette, shower and wc - all in a
standard caravan of 45 sq. m.

“Do something to neutralize the unpleasant feeling associated with work near
piles of rubbish...”, said Gotlieb, and the designer lifted the gauntlet,
converting the derelict caravan into an esthetic subtle office, where junk
functions as the central theme - directly connecting the two work environments
differing in purpose and nature.

The use of raw material was grasped as a fine expression of the law of
substance conservation, always there for recycling. Some of the furniture was
built of junk found in the yard, including the manager’s desk and the reception
counter. Other materials such as formaica or ready made furniture painted
pastel shades contrast with the black raw iron.

Functional division of the space entirely blurs the fact that the subject matter is
a relatively small pre-cast structure. Within it, LP lighting is integrated in the
design, while the concealed fluorescent lamps emphasize the contour of
space. Photos taken randomly at the site dictate the hues of the walls, granting
an authentic atmosphere.
